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Abstract. The purpose of the research is identification of opportunities and assessment of
the potential of social networks as modern means of forming gender attitudes of modern Russian
youth in the conditions of demographic crisis.

The methodological basis for the study of gender attitudes of Russian youth in small towns
of Russia is a sociological study — as a fundamental tool for studying social phenomena using
quantitative and qualitative methods. The program of sociological research consists of two parts:
methodological and procedural. The methodological part of the study includes an analysis of
the content of gender-oriented blogs of modern social networks, the most attractive for Russian
youth (VKontakte and Instagram); the procedural part is a description of the sociological study of
gender attitudes of young people in small towns of Russia.

Research result they are determined by the need to create tools to study the impact of social
networks on the gender attitudes of young people in small towns in Russia and the possibility of
using social networks to implement state policy in the field of demography and strengthen the
institution of the family in the demographic crisis. The materials obtained in the course of the study
may have applied significance and serve as a theoretical and methodological basis for further
fundamental scientific developments of state strategies in social policy in relation to Russian youth
living in small towns of Russia, which is developed by state structures and set by the dominant
gender ideology in society and used in the work of executive authorities on youth policy.

The prospects of the research are to specify the directions for the transition of the industrial
region to the principles of sustainable development.
