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Abstract. The purpose of the study is to search for options for the rational distribution of
investments in the growth of professional qualities of employees of Arab hotels, taking into account
the gender factor and the current system of remuneration for their work.

The methodological basis of the study consists of methods of comparative and dynamic
scientific analysis and assessment of the impact of investments on improving the quality of human
capital in hotels in Egypt.

Research results. Geopolitical and geo-economic changes in the global system, on the
one hand, and the large-scale introduction of digital technologies and the resulting change in
the nature of labor relations, on the other hand, have created a fundamentally new, complex
environment and conditions for the activities of economic entities, including the tourism and hotel
sectors. The importance of a high-quality workforce in all spheres, including tourism, is especially
important during the crisis. The coronavirus pandemic and the current global crisis have had
a huge negative impact on the tourism industry and its workforce. In this context, an important
role belongs to investments in human capital, which are an important tool for improving the
professional qualities of employees of travel companies, which positively affects their wages. In
Arab hotels, the effectiveness of investments directed for these purposes is strongly influenced by
the gender specificity of the workforce, which is not so common in other countries. This article is
aimed at finding options for the rational use of investments in human resources in order to develop
the professional qualities of employees of Arab hotels, taking into account the gender factor,
which will positively affect the quality of the payment system for quiet ore. Using the methods
of comparative and dynamic analysis on the example of Egyptian hotels, the results of investing
in improving the quality of human capital of employees, taking into account their gender and
work experience, are presented. The recommendations received are standardized, which makes it
possible to use them in other hotels in the Arab world.

The prospects of the research are to develop and test a scenario approach to improving the
quality of human capital of employees of tourism and hotel companies.
